I t  w i l l  
p robab ly  have t h e  dual e f f e c t  of r a i s i n g  s a b f t a r y  s t a n d a r d s  
i n  u n i t  messes and i n  t h e  l o c a l  community, $$us c o n t r i b u t i n g  
grist t o  t h e  Communist propaganda mill.

Comment; The 28th Regiment is equipped w i t h  bombers 
and is part  of the 1 0 t h  D i v i s i o n ,  which has  a i r c r a f t  a t  
Nanking, Liaoyang and Harbin .  

Although bombers c o n s t i t u t e  o v e r  t e n  p e r c e n t  of the 
2,100 combat a i r c r a f t  i n  China ,  and t h r e e  of t h e  20 
i d e n t i f i e d  Chinese  air divisions are equipped w i t h  TU-2's, 
t h e  enemy h a s  made l i t t l e  e f f o r t  t o  u s e  them in t h e  Korean 
war. 
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
