KOREA. BW scare con t inues  t o  occupy Communists i n  Korea: 
A l o n g  detailed 6 M a r c h  message from t h e  North IC orean  23rd 
Brigade t o  one of its subord ina te  b a t t a l i o n s  sugges ted  
p reven t ive  measures t o  be used against b a c f e r i a  a l l e g e d l y  
dropped by U W  a i r c r a f t .  The r e p o r t  stated tha t  "three 
persons .  . . became suddenly f e v e r i s h  and the i r  nervous I 

s y s t e m  have benumbed." Af t e r  t r ea tmen t ,  "two persons  a l i v e '  
and one dead." The r e p o r t  concluded with t h e  as tounding  
s t a t emen t  t h a t  " t h e  government w i l l  soon t ake  p i c t u r e s  of 
s p e c i f i c  appearance of t h e  germs c o l l e c t i v e l y  and c o r r e c t  
photographic  data w i l l  be provided." 

from Pyongyang t o  a North Korean a i r  u n i t  at Sariwon, i n  the  
supposedly contaminated area, "Have you not  had an v i c t i m s  
as a r e s u l t  of c e r t a i n  bacteria yeapons?" ( S U F D E f ~ X M ,  
1 Mar; 501st  Comm Recon Grp Korea, SK-H-184, 6 Mar ) 

c o n d i t i o n s  i n  North Korea. There is no doubt ,  however, t h a t  
t h e  enemy has  succeeded i n  convincing his t r o o p s  t h a t  BW 
a g e n t s  are be ing  used a g a i n s t  h i m .
