Comment: The re  are a t  least n i n e  S o v i e t  f i g h t e r  u n i t s ,  
p robably  r e g i m e n t s ,  i n  Manchuria.

A l l  except t h e  Tungfeng 
u n i t  have been noted  o p e r a t i n g  ove r  n o r t h e r n  Korea. The 
S o v i e t  MIG-15's a t  Mukden and Tungfeng are t h e  f a r t h e s t  from 
n o r t h w e s t  Korea. They were f i r s t  no ted  i n  A p r i l  and May and 
do no t  appear  to have been a s s igned  t o  r e g u l a r  combat du ty  as 
y e t .

Comment: T h i s  is b e l i e v e d  t o  be a rbgiment of t h e  
1st Korean D i v i s i o n .  Th i s  regiment was f l y i n g  combat misslans 
from Antung in late 1951, but was r e c e n t l y  noted  f l y i n g  at 
bnshan, 100 miles from t h e  Korean border .  Another regiment 
of t h i s  Korean division, t h e  only known Korean jet f i g h t e r  unit, 
is also based a t  Anshan. 
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
