MOSCOW & EUROPEAN SATELLITES*: 

Toward the  end of l a s t  week, the  tone and substance of Soviet-Communlst radio 
comments re la ted  t o  the s i tua t ion  In Korea appeared t o  have reached a s t a t e  o f  
temporary s t ab i l i t y .  
lmpllcatlons of counter-threat and belligerence, Soviet-Communist broadcasts 
i n  the main continued t o  recapitulate famillar charges and clalms about the 
American "aggression, 
f o r  intensifylng the "peace movement." 

Over the weekend, however, they began t o  exploit the unohecked North Korean 
advance prlmarily i n  terms of an exc&ugjvel icandefeat ;  th i s ,  I t  was 
suggested, should be food for  thought i n  Western-orient2 *countries where 
helghtened fear  , hesltation, consternatlon and dimlnlshing f a i t h  i n  the 
efficiency and knowledge of t he  U.S. mili tary a re  said t o  reign. 
broadcasts have also been marked by the appearance of invidious referencos t o  
the  U.N. a s  such, although they are  e t i l l  made i n  the context of America's 
allegedly e v i l  ro le .  Radio Moscow~s f i r s t  d i r ec t  appeal t o  "young llmerlcans" 
use8 the crude argument tha t  they a r e  having to d le  "in so many thousanda 

of North Korean coa l  mines and o i l  r lgh ts ,  respectively, end because of the  
profit-seeking l u s t  of the Amerioan "munition kings."

of triumphant victory reports,  grim. messages on the routing of 
South Korean troope.. . and the f l i g h t  of U.S. advisers from Seoul 
began t o  reach Washington. ...

Tolchenov does not attempt t o  generalize the South Korean r e t r ea t8  in to  a 
defeat of the U.S. Armed Forces per E. But t h i s  is done by other Communist 
radios which speak about the  "crushed U.S. ground troops" (Pyongyaw), "the 
defeat a f t e r  defeat of the U.S. intervent ionis t  troops" (Budapest) , the  
" la tes t  defeat of U.S. forces" (Warsaw), "another disgrace f o r  the Stars  and 
Str ipes  already covered with shame i n  China" (Berlln), and the  "poor showing 
and s t a t e  of confusion among the American forces" (Peiping). 
of them imply t h a t  t h i s  "poor showing" r e f l ec t s  the weakness of "imperialism," 
few of them go so f a r  a8 does Radio Feiping's clalm t h a t  "it f u l l y  shows t h a t  
American imperialism is barbaric, bu t  weak; infamous, but not t o  be feared."

Thio week 
the  claim is expanded i n t o  w h a t  appears t o  be an al l -out  hate-America cam- 
paign via virulent  emotional attacks on President Trwnan, General MacArthur 
and the  armed forces. Kim I1 Sung takes the lead i n  t h i s  effort i n  an 8 
July appeal t o  the Korean nation t o  "destroy the enemy more ruthlessly"  and 
t o  "erase the American looters and t h e i r  hirelings from our fatherland." 
E l m  i n s i s t s  t h a t  America hopes t o  enslave the Korean nation, t h a t  it dreams 
of world hegemony, t ha t  America has resorted t o  "terroriem, blackmail, and 
other decei t ful  methods I' plus interneoine warfare t o  obstruct Korean uni f i -  
cation and tha t  the U.S. "does not recognize the Korean people a s  human 
beings" and i s  concerned only t o  "fatten the bloody wallets of the Wall 
Street merchants."

References t o  the Security Council's actions I n  the Korean a f f a i r  denounce 
American machinations i n  the Council but do not attaok the United Nations 
directly.  The V i e t  Minh radio argues tha t  the United Nations "has been 
changed in to  a too l  of invasion war in the hands of American reactionaries" 
and Pyongyang repeatedly empheaizes tha t  American force has been applied 
unceasingly i n  Security Council debates. 

c. V i e t  Mlnh Radios Protest American Ai?gression: As is indicated above 
tlie V i e t  Minh radios adhere t o  the Communist l i ne  i n  denouncing American 
aggression i n  Korea and i n  predicting tha t  the path taken by the  U.S. leads 
only t o  the abyss of defeat. They argue that American m i l i t a r i s m  is  the 
successok t o  Japanese militarism and tha t  President Truman's "arrogant 
declarations" reveal American plans for attacks on other nations i n  Asia. 
These revelations a re  said t o  be result ing i n  intensified preparations f o r  
the general counteroffensive but the l a t t e r  subject is discussed only i n  
the usual vague generali t ies as t o  time, place, and scope. 
report  approval of Chou En-lei's 6 July declaration of the Chinese People's 
Republic's determination t o  l ibera te  Formosa, and note tha t ,  a t  a meeting 
camemorating the Double 'Seventh anniversary of the Japanese a t tack  on 
China, members of the radio staff "protested against imperialist America 
provoking war i n  Korea. 'I 

d. Radio Peiping Reparts the War: Radio Peiping, too, adheres closely t o  
the  Comunist l i ne  i n  reporting developments i n  Korea, It demonstrates 
greater concern with Formosa than with Korea but does not expl ic i t ly  d i s -  
sociate the two issues. The two issues a r e  usually t rea ted  8 s  related.

"anti-aggression week" s t a r t i ng  17 July. The purpose of the week is eaid 
t o  be "to enable the Chinese people t o  underatand more about the f ac t s  of 
American plots  far aggression i n  the Far East" and t o  "arouse the people 
t o  oppose American aggression i n  Taiwan and back up the Korean people."
