unit, m a y  have moved from Manchuria to Uiju in northwest Korea, 
and that air force headquarters ha8 moved from Sinuiju, just south 
of the Yalu River, to Pyongyang. No large movement of atrcraft 
into Korea has been noted, however. 

Any strengthening of forces in Korea 
from outside the country would be a violation of the armistice 
agreement. 
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
