A l l  comment surrounding the break-off of negotiations is at one i n  aocusing 
Dean of acting on a long-planned and premeditated scheme designed t o  wreck 
canvocation of the polit ical  conference, fac i l i t a te  forcible retention of 
Communist prisoners, and maintain world tension. Peking points out that  
Dean's action took place immediately following adjournment of the U.N., 
and that it was preceded by U.S.-inspired l h n o r s l l  that  the discussions would 
soon collapse. 

Continued Communi8t  intransigence on the issues raised at Panmujam is 
reflected i n  the heavy attention accorded the rejectfan, and in  ridicule 
of the American proposal of':8".'December.
