Comment; The t e x t  of t h i s  p l a i n  language undated message 
s u g g e s t s  a propagandaexhostationfrom one Communist s u p p l y  
element to  ano the r .  While t h e  a l l u s i o n  t o  f u t u r e  o p e r a t i o n s  
is vague and c o n d i t i o n a l ,  s t i l l  i t  r e p r e s e n t s  a d e p a r t u r e  from 
t h e  s t a t i c  d e f e n s i v e  i n d i c a t i o n s  noted p r e v i o u s l y .

Commander'' s t a t e d :  "According t o  t h e  message of t h e  United

Comment: This message contains much positive intelligence. 
It p r m a n o t h e r  clue to the nature of the "9th Branch Unit" 
of the joint Chinese-North Korean 81st Unit, tentatively' 
located in this area; it indicates an enemy communications 
intelligence effort; and it points to enemy sensitivity con- 
cerning the recovery of their aifcraft. 
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
