Moscow attempts t o  divide the  United Nations camp by re- 
counting evidences of American racism, by charging tha t  American off i c e r s  
sac&f i c e  non-American troops,  and by reminding non-American audiences t h a t  it 
is  the United S ta te8  which obstructs  the negotiations.
