is frequently tempered by the reminder t h a t  an equitable 
t ruce can Se obtained quickly i f  the Americans w i l l  withdraw 
t h e i r  intolerable  insistence on retaining prisoners. 

There has been no softening of tone i n  reeard t o  screening and 
re-screening, which a re  termed equally Impermissible and 
contrary t o  the Geneva convention on prisoners. 
Truman's suggestion t h a t  Asian neutrals supervise the re- 
screening process has been denounced as an attempt t o  use 
Asians t o  "cover up the crime of murdering Asians." 

Comment on the biological warfare charges is concentrated 
almost exclusively i n  transmiseions f o r  North American 
audiences, and there has been no reference t o  the U , N . ' s  tJew 
York sessions which may bring a revival of the propaganda 
offensive,

Korean 
delegate Nm I1 charges with monotonous regular i ty  t h a t  the Koje d i s -  
orders were del iberately planned t o  disrupt the parleys and t o  permit an 
extension of the war, while contending t h a t  the unarmed prisoners were 
only defending themselves against  American b ru ta l i t y ,

f ac to r  i n  the  attempt t o  wreck the ta lks ,  and recent a e r i a l  a t tacks  on 
North Korean POW camps and the aytil1er.y v io la t ion  of the t ruce  s i t e  
a r e  pictured a s  fur ther  provocations Intended t o  exacerbate r e l a t ions  
a t  Panmunjom. The truculence of such charges, however, i s  tempered by 
reminders t h a t  the  Americans have never made a concession of substance 
and t h a t  the U.N. must show some degree of s ince r i ty  i f  it des i res  t o  end 
the war.

D Communist commitment t h a t  returned POVs would be demobilized, the tune 
t h a t  the pr isoners  want only t o  re turn  t o  a peaceful existence has been 
played so repe t i t i ve ly  i n  recent da3s as  t o  suggest possible Communist 
amenability t o  a fu r the r  r e t r e a t  on the  POW question i f  a U.N. coilimitment 
is made t o  implement t h i s  desire  of POW t o  t're-turn home and l i v e  i n  peace." 

Communists Cannot Be Mmed -by Threa>.-pf Force: The Communists continue 
t o  demonstrate considerable pique with what they consider American attempts 
t o  t r e a t  the Chinese and Koreans as  vanquished people. General Harrison 
has ye t  t o  learn, Peking declares, t h a t  he i s  negotiating with delegates 
of the Korean People's Army and Chinese People's Volunteers who are  
conscious of t h e i r  s t rength and who cannot be moved by th rea t s  of force. 
The Americans a re  i n  no position t o  d i c t a t e  terms, it is  ins i s ted ,  and no 
measure of intimidation w i l l  enable them t o  obtain a t  Panmunjonl what they 
have been undble t o  win i n  the f i e ld .  The Americans must rea l ize ,  
Peking f T t h e r  says, t h a t  !!the future  of the whole armistice t a lks  r e s t s  
completely-tvwith the  Americans. No amount of bluster ing can a v a i l  them, 
and the  sooner they adopt a more reaFonable a t t i t ude  and coue down from 
t h e i r  " f ina l  and irrevocable1! stand, the sooner w i l l  peace be at ta ined.  

This contention t h a t  American reasonableness can bring a quick t ruce  is 
echoed i n  a l e t t e r  addressed to  General Clark by K i m  I1 Sung and Peng Te- 
huai which a t tacks  the U.N. ' s  brusque adjournment of the t a lks .  The 
North Koremand Chinese m i l i t a r j  leaders c a l l  upon the U.N. t o  re turn  t o  
the t e n t  a t  Panmunjom with reminders t h a t  one s ingle  question bars  the 
road t o  peace.
