, Work oontinues on Communist airfields in Sinanju oomplex: Lete
October TN aerlal reconnaisance of Sammoham and Taeo on airflelds in the
Sinanju aree of northwestern Korea reveals that both fields--suspected

‘of being readied as advance enemy jet bases--are imoperable due to bomb

damage and incomplete oconstruction. On both fields, however, the repalr
of bomb damage , the building of revetments, and the extension of runways
continue, with "numerous personnel and some heavy equipment® engeged in
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this task.

Comment: Preparation of these air fields and neighboring Nemsi' for
operationtl use apparently enjoys e high priority. It has been speculated
that these fields are being readied to receive Communist jet interceptors
from Manchuria in order to extend: further sou‘bhward the enemy's challenge
of the UN's air superiority.

Communist guerrillas inoremse activities in ROK: Communist guer-
rilla aotIvI%y in %T{e ROK has Inoreased during the past .few weeks. On
17 October, guerrillas narrowly missed two Pusan-Seoul passenger trains
during en attack on a station near Taejon. On 13 October, other Communist

elenents raided a freight train carrying ammunition in the Chiri-san area,
end 80,000 to 120,000 rounds of ammmition were captured.

The National Assembly, worried by the worsening situation, has reques-
ted both the Minister of National Defense and the ROK Chief of Staff to
explain past failures and to submit future plans for anti-guerrille opera-
tion& The chief complaints from guerrilla-affected areas are that adequate
ROK army forces are not avallable and "forced contributions" to the Folice
are not used "to maintain adequate anti-gusrrilla foroes.V

Countermeasures against the guerrillas have recently beon inoressed.
UN medium bomber strikes against guerrillas on 26 end 27 October in the
ares south of Taejon were desoribed by captured partisans as having "com=
pletely demoralized guerrillas as well as being extremely effective.® 4 -
large socale anti-guerrilla ocampalgn in this area~-with air support and

armored half=-track vehiclgs-—ﬁs in the planning stage.

Comment: The estimated 7,000 Communist guerrillas still operating
in southern Kores are generally compertmentalized in the eastern Taebek
mountains end in the southwestern Teejon-Chirisam area. Although these
foroes are not considered an aotive threat to UN military operations at
present, their harassing effect and their disruption of locale conomies
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“have caused & sighificant decline in food producfion in rice=-rich southwesters
Korea. ' '

Well-coordinated anti-guerrilla operations, utilizing air end ground
units, will do much to minimize the effectiveness of these residual groups.
An importent factor, however, is that the cooperation of the local popu-
lace is involved in the operations, Polioce corruption can do much to
alienate this vital supporte. ' .
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
