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Comment: Although i t  is possible t h a t  this is a t r a i n i n g  
m e s s a m  by Nor th  Korean u n i t s  defending  t h e  east coast, 
i t  n e v e r t h e l e s s  h i g h l i g h t s  t h e  c o n t i n u i n g  Communist fear of 
UN amphibious a c t i o n .
