To1.chonov claims tha t  the 
Uniteti S ta tes  has not given up the idea of preparing for a new large- 
scalc attack, and is, i n  fact, preparing such an attack so as t o  exert  
pressure on the negotiators. He concludes tha t  I t i t  is perfectly clear 
to any reasonable person tha t  the mili tary venture is doomed t o  
incvitablc disaster.

There i s  an unusual amount of attention, niainly i n  the North American 
bean, t o  prisoners of war and t o  the allegedly deliberate American attempt 
t o  f a l s i f y  accounts of treatrncnt they receive. Moscow charges tha t  
Iiidgwny was ei&urrasscd by the photographs of healthy m y  prisoners which 
appeared i n  the American press, and so claimed thnt they were not typical, 

The anniversary of the Korean h a y  is not mentioned i n  broadcasts i n  any 
European beam nor is it commented on in  the Hone Service. 
i s  almost exclusivcly non-nilitary and dwells on the ceremonies i n  
Pyongyang and on a general review of the Army's history. 

Moscow avoids m y  d i rcc t  comment on the truce negotiations and makes no 
rsfcrence t o  the llnerican refusal t o  consider the USSR as a member of 
the ltneut r a1 It truce t e  m .
