Although t h e  Chinese  Communist apd S o v i e t  air d e f e n s e  
sys t ems  o v e r l a p  g e o g r a p h i c a l l y ,  t h e r e  is, as y e t ,  no 
e v i d e n c e  of t h e i r  i n t e g r a t i o n .  

3. Chinese  Communist a i r  s c h o o l  now u s i n g  MXG-15: One 
MIG-1's as w e l l  as one  YAK -17 t r a i n e r  of t h  e Chi n e s e  Communist 
3rd A i r  School  were schedu led  f o r  a cross c o u n t r y  f l i g h t  
on 1 7  August ,  acco rd ing  t o  a r e c e n t l y  i n t e r c e p t e d  message. 
The US A i r  Fo rce  n o t e s  t h a t  t h i s  is t h e  first t i m e  t h a t  
MIG-15 f i g h t e r s  have been used in connec t ion  w i t h  t r a i n i n g  
a c t i v i t i e s  a t  t h i s  s c h o o l .  P r e v i o u s l y  on ly  Y A K - 1 7 ' s  and 
MIG-S's were obse rved  t h e r e .  (CANOE AF Roundup 161 ,  20 
Aug 52) 

Comment: The Chinese  Communist 3rd A i r  School  is 
l o c a t m h i n h s i e n  i n  s o u t h e r n  Manchuria, I t  is known t o  
have  f o u r  b a t t a l i o n s  equipped w i t h  t r a i n e r s  as w e l l  as 
c o n v e n t i o n a l  and j e t  f i g h t e r s .  

4. "Al l ied"  f l i g h t  a c t i v i t y  i n d i c a t e s  MXG-15 s t r e n g t h  
i n c r e a s e s  a t  Mukden: A c t i v i t y  a t  Yukden a i r f i e ld  i n  
Manchuria on  18 and  19 August i n d i c a t e s  t h a t  t h e r e  may 
have been a r e c e n t  i n c r e a a e  i n  "allied" MIG-15 f i g h t e ;  
s t r e n g t h  t h e r e .  Two s e p a r a t e  f l i g h t s , e a c h  of 30 MIG-l5's, 
were schedu led  f o r  p a t r o l  du ty  t o  Korea d u r i n g  d a y l i g h t  
on 18 August.  Three  a d d i t i o n a l  f l i g h t s  i n v o l v i n g  a t  least 
37 MIG-15 ' s  were schedu led  for n i g h t  f l y i n g  on  t h e  same day .  
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The US A i r  Force estimates that  t h e s e  f l i g h t s  i n d i c a t e  
that  there  are a minimum of 60 " a l l i e d "  MIG-15's current ly  
based a t  Mukden, 37 more than were there  on 1 August.

Comment: This  a c t i v i t y  at Mukden does not  n e c e s s a r i l y  
refle-ncrease in Soviet-manned f i g h t e r  s t rength  i n  
Manchuria. I t  is present ly  est imated that  there  are 320 
Soviet-manned jet f i g h t e r s  in the  south Manchurian a i r f i e l d  
complex. 
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
