1s being given to shipments for Korean operations, or to a buildup of
Jet fuel supplies in China and Manchuria for the‘ winter months,

Comments No major Chinese Communist unit has previously been
garrisoned this far up the northeastern Korean coast. In early Ootober,
however, & source reported seeing a large number of both Chiness Com-
muniet and North Korean troops near:the coast in the Chongjin arcm. It
1s possible that fear of a UN emphiblous operation in this area has
necessitated thé northward redeployment of elements of the Chinese
Communist 9th Army Group from the Wonsan ares.’
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
