Comment; In June 1950 North Korea had seven inatal,lations menufso-kur- 
i n g  h-nades, mortar shells , sub-machine guns, amall-ame anrunition, 
mortars, gunpowder, and part6 f o r  small arms, all in limited quantifiae. 
Deepito the nearly t o t a l  defttruotion of four of these ins ta l la t ions  and 
severe damage t o  the othera, the Communists were able t o  move much o f  t he i r  
equipment into underground f a c i l i t i e s  prior t o  the r e t r ea t  of Ootober 1960. 
CommuniQationa intel l igence and other source8 havo confirmud the oontinued 
small-eoah manufaoture of munitiona during 1951. 
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
