ATtcr almost four months of quiescence, thc relesse of the ((Inter-  
national Scient i f ic  Cownission'stt voluminous and detailed brLef on 
Ameyican bacterial  crimes i n  North Korea and China ha6 increased 
the volumo of comment on BW t o  the highest level  since the peak of 
the dcnunciatory campaign vas reached la to  i n  March. Peking h w ,  
i n  addition, supplemented the reports with the statements of two 
more American f l i e r s  a t tes t ing to the i r  participation i n  germ war- 
fare. 

The prodigious e f for t  made t o  endow the ISC report with a l l  the 
qual i t ies  of sc ien t i f ic  r e s t r a in t  and objectivity, plus the f l i e r s '  
s t ress  upon the most minute de ta i l s  of the i r  indoctrination and 
involvement i n  germ dissemination, suggests tha t  the rcvival of 
the campaign a t  -this time is  meant t o  counter the skepticism which 
greeted the ea r l i e r  charges and t o  provide a l ega l i s t i c  brief for  
a subsequent indictment of the B1.V perpetrators as  war criminals, 
Althougli Moscow has broadcast summaries of the ISC report, it has 
not so far referrsd to  the new confesslons, Nor have the charges 
been related t o  the Asian Peace Conference, although the imminence 
of the meeting suggests another explanation for the present 
reiriviggmtion of the campaign. .

Sensi t ivi ty  to the increasing role and effectiveness of Republic 
of Korea forces seems indicated by the sustained e f fo r t  t o  depre- 
c ia te  the i r  mili tary quali t ies,  by appeals to the South Koreans 
t o  resist conscription and t o  "turn the i r  gunst1 on the i r  American 
mentors, and by the repeated references t o  the unfettered happy 
l i f e  l e d  by the i r  fellow countrymen i n  the north,

investigatory commission had been called for  by the world Peace Council 
executive meeting i n  Oslo l a t e  i n  March, there had been no propaganda in- 
dication tha t  the Commission vas a t  work or that its report  was ready fo r  
publication.

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The Commis~ion~s report, complete with 46 appendices, runs t o  some 300, 
words . It is  an aiialgamation of esotzric technical duta, close-knit argument, an( 
sc ien t i f ic  specula tion, intar! arded with ociinissiom of previous e r rors  i n  
i n t e r p e t a t i o n  and trapslation, a l l  of which seems designed t o  provide a 
veneer of sc ien t i f ic  disinterestedness mu ~t jeci ivi ty ,  thus adding t o  the 
c red ib i l i ty  of the charges. As such It seeids intended t o  provide a firm 
l ega l i s t i c  basis fo r  subsequent indic-Lment of the germ-war perpetrators, 
rather than t o  appeal t o  the average unirifoflisd l i s tener ,  The wee.lth of 
de t a i l  concerning methods and verification 01' dissemination and the testimony 
of eyewitnecses is supplemented by referencr t o  the confessions of the airmen, 
which provide i n  the most minute de t a i l  the en t i re  history of the f l i e r s '  
contact with BY/. 

The tremendous e f for t  devoted t o  the task of documenting American yilt 
suggests also an attempt t o  counter the general skepticism tha t  greeted the 
ea r l i e r  charges and which motivated World Peace Committee Chaii-man Jol iot-  
Curie t o  ltcnent tha t  the campaign had not e l ic i ted  the desired response. 
may also have been intended t o  counter reported Soviet displeasure with 
Peking's fa i lure  t o  make the charges nore credible. 
reluctance t o  conunit i t s e l f  f u l l y  t o  the charges may also be indicated by 
MOSCOW~S fa i lure ,  so  far,  t o  exploit the new pzisoner confessions, although 
a summary of the ISC findings has been f a i r l y  widely disseminated. 

Parallel  t o  a revival of the BIN charges, Peking reports tha t  poison gas has 
again been used against Conmmis-i; aclvai?ced positions. Broadcast statements 
a lso claim'that as a resu l t  of AI erican recourse t o  germ warfare, encephalitig 
spread through Japan and South Xcrea aming July and Au@!st, 
one t h a t  has rarely been mentioned as mocg those disseminated by the  
Americans. 
reinvigorcited campaign t o  the Asian Peace Conference sla$ed t o  convene i n  
Peking on 28 September, although the inunfnence of the meeting suggests a 
possible motivation fo r  the recovral of the c;harges a t  t h i s  Lime.
