of the Soviet proposals i n  the special  General Assembly session, and a 
PEOPLE'S DAILY ed i tor ia l  on the same date throw some additional l i g h t  on 
the Communist t ac t i c s  with respect t o  the coming po l i t i ca l  ta lks ,  
Communist acceptance of the 11 nations proposed f o r  conference participa- 
t ion  by Vishinsky, and Chou's additional proposal t ha t  any nation wlth 
forces under the U.N. Command could be included i n  the talks,  seem de- 
signed both to  o f f se t  the  threat  of jo in t  U.S..South Korean rlmanipulationll 
of the conference and to take advantage of apparent Western disunity, 
The ed i tor ia l  makes a specif ic  plea t o  the United Nations to make a f resh 
s t a r t  and not t o  continue as the '%ool1f of U.S. aggression. However, 
Peking makes clear  t h a t  despite broad representation a t  the conference, 
a v i r tua l  veto is to remain i n  Communist hands. 

The f a c t  t ha t  t h i s  veto is t o  be exercised by Peking and Pyongyang sug- 
gests t ha t  the Communists w i l l  attempt t o  l i m i t  conference discussions t0 
Korean issues primarily, w i t h  the  A s i a n  Communists assigned the task  of 
Orbit spokesmen, a s  i n  the Panmunjom talks,  I t  seems l ike ly  t h a t  had the 
Communist bloc envisaged a broader agenda fo r  the conference, with issues 
on which the USSR might have desired to asser t  i ts  paramount interest ,  
then the Soviet proposal would have contained provisions f o r  a two-thirds 
vote similar t o  the Soviet resolution submitted a t  the 7th General Assem- 
bly session, Chou's specif ic  endorsement of the agenda of the conference, 
as  outlined i n  Art ic le  60 of the armistice agreement, 
the Communist position. 
t o  define what Itother questions" might be discussed, and Peking continues 
to avoid any propaganda commitment beyond settlement of Korea? issues. 

Peking's apparent amenability i s  indicated by the mild react2on to the  
General Assembly's refusal  t o  inv i te  Communist Chinese and North Korean 
representatives t o  the special  session, The present f a i lu re  t o  exploit  
this s i tuat ion is i n  marked contrast  t o  Peking's past  denunciations of 
the U.N. f o r  rejecting Chinese Communist representation a t  U.N. discus- 
sions of Korea. 
on Korea a t  the 7th General Assembly on the grounds tha t  no Peking o r  
Pyongyang representatives were present. In  h i s  l a t e s t  pronouncements, 
Chou avoids completely any reference t o  Chinese Communist membership i n  
the United Nations, despite recent demands f o r  such a development voiced 
i n  other Soviet and Chinese Communist propaganda. 
l~enunciations of the Dulles-Rhee accord and the provisions of the mutual 
defense pact have nod largely disappeared from Peking conunent, although 
both IVIOSCOV and Pyongyand continue t o  attack U.S. S o u t h  Korean agreements 
as  a threat  t o  the po l i t i ca l  conference.

Peking refused to accept the lega l i ty  of U,N, decisions 
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U.N. Prisoners m o s e  Direct Repatriation: A 24 August NCNA dispatch re-  
ports t ha t  the United Nations representative a t  Panmunjom was informed on 
20 August t h a t  flaboutll 400 U.N. prisoners had indicated the i r  opposition 
to  d i rec t  repatr ia t ion,  bu t  t ha t  the Communist side was making e f fo r t s  t o  
persuade these men t o  change t h e i r  minds. The dispatch contained no ref- 
erence to the  nat ional i ty  of the men, nor d i d  it claim t h a t  the  announced 
number of men was definit ive.  The Comunists have consistently denied 
screening U.N. prisoners but on 6 August NCNA reported t h a t  the  prisoners 
had been informed of the provisions governing t h e i r  repatriation, and 
that t he  U.N. would be not i f ied  i f  any prisoners opposed repatriation. 

Peking has thus  f a r  not made any statement regarding the number of pris-  
oners who are  to  be detained to serve out j a i l  sentences for  alleged 
crimes, However, on 13 August Peking upheld its r igh t  t o  r e t a in  such 
convicted prisoners under the provisions of the Geneva Convention, and 
ridiculed Secretary Dulles' posit ion tha t  the terms of the armistice 
agreement required a l l  prisoners t o  be d i rec t ly  returned or  handed over 
to the  Neutral Nations Commission. 

PekinP Denounces Continuing Atrocit ies against krisoners : The bulb of 
Peking broadcasts on the Korean armistice is apparently designed to  make 
propaganda capi ta l  of the exchange of prisoners and the supervision of 
the armistice by neutral  and Red Cross teams. Peking continues t o  place 
heavy emphasis on a t roc i t ies ,  past  and present, allegedly committed against  
Chinese and Korean prisoners held by the United Nations. Heavy publicity 
is also given to  protests  over the alleged interference with the functions 
of Communist Red Cross teams, and to U.N. infractions of the armistice 
agreement, These charges are  juxtaposed with reports t ha t  International 
Red Cross inspection of North Korean prison camps established ;adequatef1 
conditions there. Publicity of these charges and counter-cha.&es is, how- 
ever, almost wholly confined to  Peking's international transdissions, and 
the broadcasts make no specif ic  threats  regarding continued implementation 
of the armistice.

K i m  I1 Sung is reported t o  have advocated t h a t  
70 percent of a l l  university students be assigned to the  tttechnological 
and natural  sciences fields.It S t a t e  plans t o  take over the rehabi l i ta t ion  
of educational f a c i l i t i e s  Itin cer ta in  industr ia l  d i s t r i c t s t1  @m to bols te r  
the emphasis on technical training. Recognition of the ro le  t o  be played 
by Soviet a id  and experience is also reflected i n  comment emanating from 
the conference. The generous Soviet aid to Korea is to be u t i l i zed  t o  in- 
s t a l l  the  l a t e s t  machinery and supplies, and s t r e s s  is placed on the  need 
fo r  prompt t ranslat ion of the Soviet manuals and textbooks required i n  the 
training program.
