An earlier message of 14 November from a
North Korean tactical division on the west coast to one of its subordinate regi-
ments ordered that unit to "report the investigation of the prisoners of war
and liberated troops who will be assigned in the future in accordance with the
prisoner of war investigation...."

Comment: The coincidence of this compilation
with the approach of point four of the cease-fire agenda -- exchange of
prisoners of war -- suggests the possibility that the Communists are pre-
paring documentation for serious negotiation on this point.
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
