'Snatribes against  thc Americans are mitigated by a r e i t e r a t ion  t h a t  a t ruce  
can s t i l l  be at ta ined if U.N. w i l l  adopt a more reasonable a t t i t ude ,  MOSCOW'S 
references t o  the poss ib i l i ty  of agreement are fewer i n  number. Peking con- 
t inues t o  r e f e r  t o  the  Communist proposal of 2 May as providing the  necessary 
basis for a quick and reasonable agreement.
