Moscow in i t i a t e s  l i t t l e  comment on the Korean war and the l a t e s t  truce pro= 
posals and gives only limited distribution to NCNA accounts cf the truce 
developments. Id~scow~s reticence--no commentaries on the war are broadcast 
to home o r  Sa te l l i t e  audiences during the past week-is i l lustrated by the 
progressive decline i n  comment on the war following i n i t i a l  exploitation 
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of the Chou-Kim-Molotov peace bids, The present all-time low of 1 2  items 
was paralleled only once before in l a t e  October 1950 during the disastrous 
rout of the North Korean forces when 1 5  items were broadcast, The almost 
completely negative position o$l Korea equally avoids contradiction as well 
as elaboration of Moscow I s  present general 1Ipeace1l pronounoements.

South Korean af fa i r s  in reference to a speoific event such a6 an election 
or  i n  general framework of charges of imperialist exploitation. Seldom do 
the aocusatfons contain charges against specific individuals, with the ex- 
ception of Syngman Rhee, This present denunciation may be an endeavor to 
bring about the pol i t ica l  isolation of these men in  the event o f  8 future 
unification arrangement, which, according t o  previous Soviet proposals, 
would be l e f t  to  the Koreans themselves, (The same f ive  leaders, Lee Bum 
Suk, Shin Ik Hui, Jolm Chang, George Peek and Cho Bong Am, were featured 
in an a r t i c l e  i n  the 20 January 1953 issue of THE REponTE3l magaeine as 
possible successore to Syngman Rhee,)
