Comment: Theanrival )of >these aircraft may be 
comected with a build-up of -strength in the Chinese Communist Air 
Force, following the build-up of jet fighter strength. The Chinese Commu- 
nist Air  Force is already estimated to have 150 Tu-2'~ .  On two occasions 
in November, Chinese TU-2 bombers were used against UN-held islands off 
northwest Korea. 
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
