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Malikls extemporaneous remark a t  the conclusion of h i s  2 February speech 
on Korea at  the United Nation8 (that the th i rd  world war Ithas in  f a c t  
begun") is not broadcast, The speech i t s e l f  wa8 'broadcast 26 times, but 
not t o  the home audience, 

Atrocity propaganda riees e l igh t ly  and is pegged around the North Korean 
chargo, relayed by Molik, t ha t  U. S. forces ore using "toxic gases11 
sproad by "poisonous bullets.I1 There is a lso  a r i s e  i n  Korean strength 
references (partiaans,  mil i tary exploits,  e t c .  ) in the Korean bean. 

Other propaganda on the war remains routine.  
American bean, which gets most of the comment, sti l l  $enter around poor 
troop morale and the inc reas iw  opposition t o  the war of'herdaaJs 
'tallies.
