After reaching a four-month peak two weeks ago as a r e s u l t  of 
the  heavy play given the  In te rna t ioaa l  Sc ien t i f i c  Commission's 
de ta i led  and voluminous br ie f  on American gerni-warfare 
c r -h ina l i t y ,  a t t en t ion  to BW has now been reduced t o  barely

During the pas t  week repor t s  of n i l i t a r y  action have increased 
t o  Q point where they comprise 25 percent of all references 
t o  the  war. However, there  has been a sharp compensatory 
decline i n  references t o  the  t ruce  ta lks ,  the  PCXV question, - 
and U.N. bonbings. As a r e s u l t  the  general volume of a l l  
references t o  t h e  war remains f a i r l y  s t a t i c  a t  eight percent 
of all items. The f a c t  t h a t  t h i s  increased b a t t l e  reportage 
replaced r a the r  than was added to  a discussion of other top ics  
suggests t h a t  Peking does not a t  t h i s  t$be  wish t o  enlarge the  
focus of a t t en t ion  on the  w a r ,  

There have been no indicat ions of any change of a t t i t u d e  
concerning the F'C)W problem, and the  Asian Peace Con2erence 
has a s  yet f a i l e d  t o  discuss  those measures f o r  ending the  war 
which have figured i n  speculation concerning the agenda. 
General Harrison's three a l t e rna t ive  suggestions f o r  a solut ion t o  
the r epa t r i a t ion  problem seem s l a t ed  f o r  summary re iec t ion  
following an o f f i c i a l  a l lega t ion  tha t  the American o f fe r  provides 
nothing new and t h a t  the Connnunist stand represents.  a Ilquesticln 
of pr inc ip le"  which cannot be obscured by llmaneuvers i n  fog# 
o r  rneth0d.l' T h i s  implied re jec t ion ,  which e n t a i l s  a refugal  
t o  consider a solut ion which would permit them t o  save face, 
seems t o  indicate t h a t  t he  Communists a t  the preeent time 
a re  more in te res ted  i n  continued stalemate than in  concluding 
a truce. 

This f a i l u r e  t o  sus ta in  the  high l eve l  of aWention 
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@W CaRwentBtqms t o  L ow LeveLs: Following the &month high attained two 
weeks ago with the  re lease  of the  ISCIS detailed and voluminous report  on US. 
germ-warfare criminali ty,  with 30 percent of a l l  items re la ted  t o  the charges 
and oorroborating evidence, a t t en t ion  has now declined t o  a bare one percent. 
This sharp reversa l  ha8 a l so  been ref lected i n  Moscow's slackening i n t e r e s t  
in the  report .  
e f fec t ing  a fu l l - sca le  rev iva l  of the campaign supports the contention 
t h a t  the  document vas intended primarily f o r  the  record and in  order t o  counter 
the  skepticism wN.ch greeted the  charges during the spring.
