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EAST-WEST RELATIONS

At the Cuban National Day
reception on 2 January, Khrue
shchev said the delay in estad-
lishing contact with the new US
aduninistration was largely re-
sponsible for the Soviet party’'s
decision to postpone its 23nd
congress until October, accord-
ing to the Yugoslav ambassador
in Mosgcow, At the same recep-
tion rirst Deputy Premier Mi-
koyan remarked that Khrushchev
did not expect to meet with
Presideat-slect Kemnedy until
"perhaps July."”

Thiy 1iab between the tim-
ing of the y congress and
top-level t-Vest talks sug-
goests thas Ehrushchev hopes to
achieve sowe tangible diplomatic

success vhich could be used to
demonstrate the validity and
effectiveness of his foreign
policy betfore committing the
Soviet party to the kind of
authoritative and loang-range
prograns that are enunciated by
party congresses. The Soviet
leaders may also feel that the
Chinese Communist challenge
uakes it imperative that the
party congress take unequivocal
positions oa doctrinal as well
as foreign policy questions,
and that this will be impossible
uatil the Soviet leaders have
an opportunity to assess the
charsicter and likely moves of
the new US administration,

The new date for the party

} congress--17 October--and Mikoyas's -
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reported reference to a meeting
with the vew US President in
July suggest that the Soviet
leadars are aware that the
process of arraanging & summit
conference wvill require con-
siderably more time thas Khru-
shchev indicated in earlier pri-
vate remarks. In talks with
Priase Minister Macaillan. last
£all, Khrushchev aseationed FYeb-
Tuary add March as possible
dates for a suamit; later he
iadicated to the Vest German
ambassador that April would be
the deadline for talks oa Ger-
naRy.

Khrushchev's latest private
remarks along this line sug-
gest, however, that he will {in-
itially press for early nego-
tiations. He used a talk with
the Icelandic ambassador om 4
Jaouary to esphasize his public
statement that the prob-
lew ‘aust be solved in 1961. Un-
less the new US adainistration
gave aa early indicatiom of
villinguness to negotiate, Khru-
shchev told the ambagsador, the
USSR would proceed with a sep-
arate peace treaty with the
Eagst Germaus.

As is often the case wvhean
discussiag the question
with Vestera diplomats other
thas the three Allied powers,
Khrushchev tried to cast doubt
ou the firmness of VWestera re-
actiou to a separate treaty.

He said he was coavinced that
the Vestern povers, with the
possible exception of Boam,
vere not prepared to fight over
Vest and claimed that
even De Gaulle had told him 18
was natural that® Sewlin should
be under Soviet Wafiwense. Ad-
mitting that & segisate pesce
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treaty could precipitate a crt-
sis, Khrushchev added that ten-
sious would ease after a time
and the new situation would
gradually be accepted.
