Mr. Kohler r a id  t h a t  t he  meeting was ca l l ed  i n  an t i c ipa t ion  of the  P a r i s  

He pointed out that two meetings on 
meetings of the  Working Group and t h e  Foreign Ministers, and t o  l i n e  up the  
back-stopping operations i n  Washington. 
t h e  Berlin problem had been held s ince the ICG had las t  m e t  -- that of t h e  
NSC on Ju ly  19 and t he  meeting with the representatives of t h e  Embassies of 
Great Bri ta in ,  k a n c e  and Germany held by the Secretary on Ju ly  21. Thase 
would be f.ollowed by the Prorident ' s  statement on t e l ev i s ion  and r ad io  t h a t  
night ,  which our Ambassadors would promptly del iver  t o  the Government t o  which 
they were accredited,  and which would be given strong play by USIS. 

Mr. Kohler expected t o  be i n  Pa r i s  from July 28 u n t i l  about August 12, 
after the  Foreign Ministers Meeting. He hoped i t  would be poss ib l e  t o  push 
through a series of reviews of the  Barlin contingency planning. The E'rench 
would prepare the  formal agenda f o r  the meetings, but he would undertake t o  
have them cover the following polntr:

Mr. Nitze s a i d  he understood tha t  theycovered two general categories:  
(1) weapons systems development problems; and (2) what w e  can g e t  the 
Germans t o  do t o  increase procurement in Britain. Mr. Owen mentioned the 
B r i t i s h  d e s i r e  f o r  German help in  connection with the expenses of the 
B r i t i s h  m i l i t a r y  i n  Germany.
