MOTION OF THE UNITED STATES
TO MODIFY SEALING ORDER

The United States ofAmerica, by and through undersigned counsel, pursuant to Local Rule

49(B) of the Local Criminal Rules for the United States District Court for the Eastern District of

Virginia, hereby moves to modify the sealing order entered December 22, 2010, in this case.

1. On December 22, 2010, agrand jury returned an indictment charging the defendant

with felony offenses regarding the unauthorized disclosure of classified information.

2. Upon the motion ofthe government, this Court placed the indictment, arrest warrant,

motion to seal, and sealing order under seal until the defendant was arrested and first appeared in

federal court for his Rule 5hearing. Acopy ofthe motion to seal and sealing order are attached.

3. The United States had anticipated that the defendant's arrest and Rule 5hearing

would occur on the same day. If, however, the defendant is arrested late in the day, his Rule 5

hearing would possibly take place the following day.

4. The United States requests that the sealing order be modified to provide that the

indictment remain sealed until the defendant is arrested, thereby eliminating the need to keep the

indictment under seal until the defendant appears in court for his Rule 5hearing.
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
