Iiany states and countnies reported activities auned at mcreasing awareness or prepanng for a resurgence of cases m the
fall Howewer, countries and states have begun re-evaluating thew pandernic preparedness plans and reports suggest that
some hawve responded better than others. For example, Britain and Argentina have bheen criticized by their slow response
while Mexico was praised for its “forceful, costly and wery public™ response. The WHO held a summit to discuss
preparations for the upcoming flu season in Cancun on July 2 and the White House has called for a similar summmit at the
Mational Institutes for Health on July 2. Also, reports indicate that WHO 13 preparing to recormumend that countries with
widespread outhrealss mowve away from lahoratory testing to ease the burden on resources.
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
