Views on FBI Countertermnsm Activities. With regard to counterterrorism
intelligence analysns,:}hmks the FBI “doesn’t currently: do analysis.” FBI analysts
are frequently reassigned from ong position to another and therefore lose continuity.
Analysts in one FBI office don’t talk to analysts in other offices, so there is insufficient
information sharing. Moreover, FBI analysts don’t commumcate with analysts at other
intelligence agencies. Dbelieves that the FBI's mtelhgence analysis capability also is
hampered by a lack of concern with matters outside the geographlcal jurisdiction of a
particular field office. He bclleves it “wﬂl take years” for the FBI to develop sat:sfactory
analytical and reporting capablllty ‘He empha51zed that the/ FBI “must stop moving them
[analysts] around all the time.” Thispoint s critical because m intelligence work it takes
time to develop the necessary expertISG m a pamcular area

With regard to investigative [collectxon] activities, Ibelieves FBI agents are
developing the expertise they need to be efféctive. AgentsTare not moved around as much
as analysts, so they are better able to stay, in place long enough to develop expertise.

hinks that the FBI’s law enforcement; respons1b111tles are complementary to its
domestic intelligence collection responsibilities, Ewauld not be in favor of creating
a new, separate‘MI-5 type” domestic mtelhgence agency;because domg so would
