References:

a. Your Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request of March 29,2001, for records
concerning various dossiers. Your request was received in this office on April 18, 2001.

b. Our letter of April 20, 2001, informing you that additional time was needed to review the
records and we were unable to comply to the 20-day statutory time limit in processing your
request.

We have conducted checks of the automated Defense Clearance and Investigations Index and
a search of the Investigative Records Repository to determine the existence of Army intelligence
investigative records responsive to your request.

We have located the enclosed records pertaining to Hungarian Freedom Fighters Association,
ZF010456WJ. We have completed a mandatory declassification review in accordance with
Executive Order (EO) 12958. As a result of this review information has been sanitized from
these records as the information is currently and properly classified CONFIDENTIAL according
to Sections 1.3(a)(3), 3.4(b)(1) and 3.4(b)(6) of EO 12958. This information is exempt from the
public disclosure provisions of the FOIA pursuant to Title 5 U.S. Code 552 (b)(1). Fees for
processing this request are waived. A brief explanation of the applicable sections follows:

Section 1.3(a)(3) of EO 12958 provides that information shall be classified
CONFIDENTIAL if its unauthorized disclosure reasonably could be expected to
cause damage to the national security.

Section 3.4(b)(l) of EO 12958 provides that information more than 25 years
old is exempt from automatic declassification if it would reveal the identity
of a confidential human source, or reveal information about the
application of an intelligence source or methods or reveal the identity
of human intelligence source when the unauthorized disclosure of that
source would clearly and demonstrably damage the national security interests
of the United States.

Section 3.4(b)(6) of EO 12958 provides that classified information more than
25 years old is exempt from automatic declassification if it would reveal
information that would seriously and demonstrably impair relations between the
United States and a foreign government, or seriously and demonstrably undermine
on going diplomatic activities of the United States.

Since the release of some of the information deleted from the records would result in an
unwarranted invasion of the privacy right of the individuals concerned, this information is
exempt from the public disclosure provisions of the FOIA per Title 5 U.S. Code 552 (b)(7)(C).

In addition, since the release of the information in the records would reveal the identity of
confidential sources, it is exempt from public disclosure pursuant to Title 5 U.S. Code 552
(b)(7)(D) of the FO IA. The significant and legitimate governmental purpose to be served by
withholding is that a viable and effective intelligence investigative capability is dependent upon
protection of confidential sources.

The withholding of information by this office is a partial denial of your request. This denial is
made on behalf of Brigadier General Keith B. Alexander, the Commanding General, U.S. Army
Intelligence and Security Command, who is the Initial Denial Authority for Army intelligence
investigative and security records under the FOIA. You may appeal this decision to the
Secretary of the Army. If you wish to file an appeal, you should forward it to this office. Your
appeal must be postmarked no later than 60 calendar days from the date of this letter. After the
60 day period, the case may be considered closed; however, such closure does not preclude you
filing litigation in the courts.

During the processing of your request, information was disclosed which is under the purview
of another government agency. This office has no authority to release these records and they are
being referred, along with your request, for appropriate action under the FOIA, and direct reply
to you.

He tells how the Russian troops advanced into Hungary from all sides,
from Czecho-Slovakia, Rumania, Ucrania, and that in those countries no
one prevented the Russians from doing so. In his opinion about 15 top
divisions w~re sent to Hungaria, especially to Budapest, also jet bombers
which threw incendiary bombs setting Budapest afire. He says there is
no food in Budapest and that the farmers are not admitted to the city.
The only interest of the Russian military is to liquidate the population.
He believes that the Hungarian partisans who still are fighting in the
country, have no chances at all to win as they have no.~-supplie8. But..-
he is sure that all the sacrifices were not in vain, that the Western
world has learned that one can fight the Russians even without arms,
that the Russians are not as strong as they look. He is sure that one
day there will be a united Europe; that there is no co-existence with
the Russians; that all those who bona fide have preached co-existence,
have learned that one can and must fight against the Russians, that
one cannot negotiate with them; that the former situation cannot be

Interview with Dr. ;3aron Collas, transmitted

on Tuesday, 13 Novemoer 1956.

Maeschke: A guest from Hun~ry is sitting in front of me before the
microphone. He asked me not to mention his name, but he has identi-
.fied himself and hi s country1nen will recofjDize him by hi s voice.
After World Viar I he fought already for freedom in Hungary ae:ainst
Bela Kun. Althoufh he has a secure and permanent position in the

Western World, he volunteered and -mnt to Hungary. - Nell, .for many

years you have played an important role among the Hungarian emigrants
and rebels and you have a general view of the political factors and E'erhaps
al so the rea son s for the collapre of the revolution in Hungary?

Baron Callas: The most important reason is that one class had taken over
the political leadership in Hungary, i.e., Nagy who >,.aswell-liked in
Hungary, because of his libere,l f,overnment. But all the others had

also been released from prison like Nagy - after eight years, six
years -. They were all communists, but at first they too were good
Magyars; after 11 years one cannot expect them to distinguish between

a western and aneastern democracy, especially in a country'where .
Russian is taught in schools. They hated one thing: The Russians and
the strong Mlm-divisions, i.e., AVO-divisions against which they re-

vol ted in the country as well as in the cities. The entire fight .for
liberty started against these divisions. Secondly, they fought against

the t~ divisions stationed in Budapest, which were beaten.

Maeschke: From ...hatyOU say I assume that a national-communist revolution

in Hungary would have been successful.

Baron Collas: Later on politically, but they had no guidance. And those

WlO came later were looked upon in Hungary as if they represented the
West. It is a pity that America., through the radio station "Free

Europe", encouraged us until the end: Hold out, hold out and count on
usl - They did not know what ..,asgoing on in Hungary and that these

poor people magnified all news. I.f they had aocepted national conmu-
nism provisionally, as Gomulka or Tito have done, the situation woUld

not have turned that bad. You see: Poland kept quiet and did not
demonstrate - like Czechoslovakia, 'Rumania, Bulgaria and Yugoslavia.
On the contrary: The Russian troops came .from Czechoslovakia, .from
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Uzhorod - i.e., from the east, rrom Ukraine - and rrom Rumania;
nobody in these countries intervened.' If the Czechs, Poles alld
Ruma.nians had started to attack simultaneously, the situation would

not have turned that bad. According to my estina.te - I saw it

myself - at least 15 elite divisions came to Hungary, especially
to Budapest, and one jet plane squa.dron after the other dropped
phosphorus bo:raDS. Saturday night Buda.pest W3.S Durning; they fired

l"lithheavy (15) artillery shells on Budapest already"'":a..t11 o'clock.

E'1cschke: So they started before Sunday?

Baron (;0118_s: Yes, that is correct, Budapest -.,.,asunder fire already at

11 o'clock, especially the eastern sector of the city, out not the

v.€stern sector.

The eastern sector of the city is where the workers live~

Baron 00l1as: Yes, the eighth, ninth, tenth, eleventh districts are
v,here the ..orkers live. The movement v.asentirely caused by the
workers, and the so-called bourgeoisie or the counts and conservatives
had nothing to do with it. The Western Tforld did not realize this
situation in Hungary; they thought that if they came to Hungary they
would fi~d a bourgeois government. It v.asno bourgeois government ror
the follov'1'i.11l;reason: The Hungarians -no longer know hat bourgeoisie
is after 11 years. I am convinced God 1~11 provide that today,
tomorrow or -the da.yafter tomorrow work will start ag;ain, because lire
is very dirficult. There is no food in Budapest, no potatoes, no eggs,
nothing, nothing at all. And the farmers are not allo-w3d to enter the
blocked area. The present Hungarian ~rmy is ror the Russians, the
rebels get no assistance rrom the army. And the Russian Forces are
interested only in one thing: to kill the nation. That is the rea.son
vby this heroic fight :gpe s on toda.y.

1!a.eschke: Do the rebels -wo withdraw and fight as partisans out in the
country have any chance at all?

Baron Collas: No, no. It'you ask me, no, very little. ~ know from

World sar II that the Yugoslav guerillas and Tito -were supplied by
the British F'orces from the air. But the rebels b Hungary ,.vofull
into the hands of the Russians will be executed anyw:q. They fight
for their lifes or they'~nt to revenge their relatives in Budapest,
i.e., those who still are in Budapest. It is impossible to predict
how the fight will end.

~eschke: If you, as a Hunga.rian~ a Magyar and a_rebel, look back: Were
all these sacrifices in vain, did these people die in vain?

Baron Collas: No, they did not. The western World has realized that
the Russianc: can be fought without weapons; they are not as strong
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as they look. Most people have become bourgeois and one cann~t
fi$t 8(':ainstthe Russians with oourgeois weapons and oourgeois ideas.

These sacrifices were not in vain. I am here to tell vou on behalf
of my count~rmen - and y~ v~nt to appeal to the conscience of the
Western World: There will De a Europe; therefore, I oelieve
the Western 'fforld realizes finally that there is no coexistence with

tne Russians. And tnose wo 1',€re for coexistence, :per:h.llpsDona fides,
